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Pon Gaudin, Haiti  
  
Pon Gaudin is a small settlement just 
outside Gonaives, Haiti's third largest 
city.  For the past 25 years, missionary 
Rodney Fitzsimmons has ministered 
there, and today operates a Bible 
institute with an enrollment of more 
than 400 students.   
  
A number of graduates from his 
institute have planted churches in the area, and in the past 15 months, he's 
assisted with five new church plants.  One of those is Pon Gaudin.  
  
Arnaud Alexandre, a former student, came from a Protestant church when 
he enrolled at the Bible school.  During an evangelism course taught 
by Brother Fitzsimmons, he realized that he had never been born again, 
and trusted Christ for salvation.  Today he is pastoring at Pon Gaudin, 
leading a congregation of about 40 members. 
  

Because the church 
had been meeting in 
a small rented room, 
Brother Fitzsimmons 
approached us 
seeking help with 
the construction of 
this 50'x30' church 
building.   Through 
your giving, this 
building was just 
completed and their 
first service was June 
21st. 

   
Pastor Arnaud is married, has five children, and works during the week as 
a construction foreman.  Another Bible school graduate, Amontas 
Dorsainvil, is working with Pastor Arnaud to lead and build this work.
